“He presented himself alive to 
them by many proofs after he had 
suffered.” Has Easter ended for 
you? Has it already gone by? Is 
Easter already old news or is it just 
beginning as you spiritually wake 
up, are enlightened, and come 
alive? Easter is so much more than 
a Vigil or a special Sunday. It is so 
much more than a dedicated 
liturgical time or a special specific 
liturgical season. Easter is a true 
reality of God’s magnificent transcendent love, that 
transcends all space and time, and thoroughly 
accomplished in the here, there, and now and fully 
accomplished in the forever eternity we call home. 
Easter is the joyful truth of the profound, immense 
love God has for his creation and the unfathomable 
divine mercy that has acted on creation’s behalf. A 
love that transforms history and ages past. A 
merciful love that forgives, forgets, remains present 
and active all the time. Easter is about a sacred 
bond that makes all things and people new. An 
eternal, faithful covenantal loving relationship and 
friendship that freely and happily gives life, 
courageously and perpetually forgives life, 
heroically yet humbly overcomes death and lovingly 
and mercifully gives life anew, a life that is 
unending, undying, eternal and true. Easter begs 
for the opportunity to stop us in the busyness of our 
continuous coming and going. Easter would have us 
to stop, take a pause, look around and ask yourself: 

How did you get here to this 
current day and situation? Where are you heading?

New Beginnings

May 20th
at 6:30pm
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Through emergency outreach, we helped 26 

households to include 44 adults and 24 children. We 

took an additional 61 calls that were out of our area, 

so we connected them with resources in their 

areas. Most of the assistance for our neighbors in 

need involved rent and utilities. One single mom’s 

job security was jeopardized by unstable childcare 

for her 3 young children which resulted in her losing 

her job. With reliable childcare established and a 

new job, she can now be a stable employee. We 

helped with rent until she received her new 

employment paycheck thus avoiding eviction and 

homelessness.

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Sts. Nereus and Achileus, Martyrs – May 12 
Two first century martyrs are honored today, Nereus and Achileus, both soldiers, who gave 
up their military careers upon becoming Christians. They were then condemned to death, one 
tradition says by beheading, another by being burned to death. We honor them "for their 
courage in dying to profess their faith in Christ." (Collect of Mass)

They were buried in a ceremony on the Ardeantine Way where a basilica was eventually built 
in their honor. In the fourth century Pope St. Damasus wrote an epitaph for their tombstones 

at their place of burial. It reads:
"The Martyrs Nereus and Achileus had enrolled themselves in the army and exercised the cruel office of 
carrying out the orders of the tyrant Emperor Trajan, being ever ready, through the constraint of fear, to 
obey his will. O miracle of faith! Suddenly they ceased from their fury, they became converted, they flew 
from the camp of their wicked leader; they threw away their shields, their armor and their blood-stained 
javelins. Confessing the faith of Christ, they rejoiced to bear testimony to its triumph. Learn now from the 
words of Damasus what great things the glory of Christ can accomplish."

Cardinal John Henry Newman wrote: "No one is a martyr for a conclusion; no one is a martyr for an opinion; it is 
faith that makes martyrs."
