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Pillars of
Fai_th Blessed Marie Rose

X3 Durocher - October 6

She was born Eulalie Durocher, on October 6, 1811,
and was the tenth and youngest child of her family.
She took the name Marie Rose in the Congregation
of religious women which she founded in Canada in
1843. The Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and
Mary are a community dedicated to Christian
education. She is also the foundress of the first
Canadian sodality for young women.

Marie Rose and her community struggled through
great poverty and misunderstandings. She always
had concern for the poor and the needy. She died
at the age of 38, on October 6, 1849, and was
beatified by Pope St. John Paul Il on May 23, 1982.

The Opening Prayer of the Mass speaks of Blessed
Marie Rose as a "Flame of ardent charity." It notes
her "great desire to collaborate in the mission of the
Church." Through her intercession we ask for the
"same active love," so that we may respond to the
needs of our day."

Locally, the Sisters of the Holy Names who were
assigned to St. Mary Magdalen School, in our
mother parish, for many years. Humorously, the
school principal, Sister George Francis, related a
story of Blessed Marie Rose's intercession for the
Sisters, at their convent in Key West. During one of
the great hurricanes there in the 1970's, prior to
evacuating, the Sisters placed a framed image of
Blessed Marie Rose on the outside wall of the
convent facing the approaching storm. When they
returned after the hurricane, they discovered that
the one wall upon which Blessed Marie Rose's
image was hanging, was untouched. However, the
rest of the convent was destroyed.
