Reflection on the Gospel

Jesus' humanity shines clearly in today's
Gospel. In the face of Lazarus' death,
Jesus is deeply moved by the grief around
Him. The Gospel says He "became deeply
distressed and troubled" and eventually
"wept." The Greek word for "deeply
distressed," embrimaomai, suggests a
strong emotional disturbance, even
indignation or anger — indicating an
involuntary, visceral response from the
depth of His soul. Some commentators
suggest Jesus' anger wasn't directed at
the people weeping but at death itself,
caused by sin. As God, He saw death as a
consegquence of sin, never part of the

Father's original plan — and from this
perspective, death provoked righteous
indignation and deeply troubled His

human heart.

As the passage continues, Jesus' humanity
is powerfully portrayed in the shortest
verse in the Bible: "And Jesus wept." Saint
Paul reminds us in Hebrews: "For we do
not have a high priest who is unable to
sympathize with our weaknesses, but one
who has similarly been tested in every
way, yet without sin" (Hebrews 4:15). Jesus'
tears show us that the Holy Trinity knows
human pain firsthand. The Incarnate Son
allowed Himself to experience sorrow, and
the Father and the Holy Spirit shared in
this sorrow through Him.

Jesus' weeping uses the Greek word
edakrysen "to shed tears" or "weep
silently" — personal, controlled, and full of
divine compassion. In contrast, the
weeping of the others is described by
klaié, meaning loud wailing, a typical
expression of communal mourning. Jesus'
grief was neither ritualistic nor excessive;
it was intimate and heartfelt.

We must never forget Jesus' deep
compassion and sorrow. His human heart
feels the same emotions we do — He grieves
when we grieve and is moved by the hold sin
has on us. After feeling these emotions at
Lazarus' death, Jesus '"cried out in a loud
voice, 'Lazarus, come out!"" (John 11:43). In
our own lives, when we are trapped in sin or
burdened by human weakness, we must
hear Jesus calling us to freedom with the
same divine authority and human passion.

He wants
to help us, just like He helped Lazarus.

St. Patrick, Bishop — March 17th

Details of St. Patrick's life are few and uncertain, though legends abound. Patrick was born
in Scotland, England, or perhaps Gaul (France) in the year 385. Along with some slaves of
his father, he was captured and taken to Ireland and sold as a slave. However, he escaped
to Gaul and made his way back home. His preparations for priesthood seems to have been
in Gaul, at Lerins. He was ordained in 417 and remained in Gaul for fifteen years.
Consecrated a bishop in 432, he went to Ireland and began to preach throughout the
country, with great success.

St. Patrick made himself one of the people, he lived simply, learned their language and customs, and
respected their religious genius. The people, for their part, were open to him and his challenging preaching.
Patrick's efforts were so successful that within a century Irish monks were christianizing Europe, and
introducing what he called spiritual direction, but was really the first individual confessions, soon to become
very popular. The foundation of St. Patrick's strength was a deep sense of the presence of God and his
constant prayer.

St. Patrick lived with the people and ever so gently brought them to faith, challenging them to grow in
knowledge and experience. Because of the island's pagan background, Patrick dealt with practical
challenges, including the encouragement of widows to remain chaste, unless they remarried, and young
women to dedicate their virginity to God. With St. Patrick, when one considers the enormity of the mission he
undertook, with its conversion of vast numbers of people to the faith, he must have been a pretty dynamic
person, and one whose holiness made an impression. The Holy Spirit multiplied and blessed his mission
many times over.

While it may be legend that St. Patrick drove all the snakes out of Ireland, his simple teaching on the Trinity,
using the three leaves of the shamrock was highly effective. Patrick departed the "land of saints and scholars"
in the year 493.
