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Ref lect ion on the Gospel
Have you ever misunderstood something,
even when your intentions were good? We
all experience moments when we act with
love but sti l l get things wrong. Even our
good actions are rarely perfect

On that f irst Easter morning, before the sun
rose, Mary Magdalene offers an example of
this . She got some things right—her love
and devotion to Jesus were sincere—but she
did not yet understand the full real ity of
what she witnessed. Though the other
Gospels mention other women at the tomb,
John highlights Mary. Saint Augustine
suggests that this is because she was
“undoubtedly the most fervent in love” with
Christ .

When Mary Magdalene saw the stone rol led
away, her love compelled her to act
immediately. Saint John Chrysostom says
she “ran to the disciples with all the speed
of love.” Her fervor drove her to tel l Simon
Peter and John what she had seen, showing
us how love urges us to seek God without
delay.

Despite her deep love, Mary misunderstood
the meaning of the empty tomb. Her
emotional response—“They have taken the
Lord f rom the tomb, and we don’t know
where they put him”—reveals her struggle
to grasp the mystery unfolding before her.
Like many of us, she was driven by emotion
rather than a deeper trust in God.

Jesus was certainly not displeased with her
misunderstanding, as Scripture identif ies
her in John 20:11–17 as the f irst to whom He
appeared. When she encountered the risen
Christ , she init ial ly mistook Him for the
gardener, indicating that her
understanding of the Resurrection was sti l l
unfolding. Despite that , Jesus met her
where she was and guided her toward
deeper faith. This reminds us that our
emotions, though good, must be purif ied by
faith, al lowing love to mature into greater
trust and understanding

Reflect today on Mary Magdalene’s
experience on Easter morning. Like her, we
are called to seek our Lord with fervor, even
when our understanding is incomplete. And
like her, we can trust that Jesus wil l meet
us where we are, gently leading us into
deeper faith. As we celebrate the
Resurrection, pray that your love, with all its
emotions, may be more fully purif ied by
grace, so that you, too, wil l encounter Christ
with renewed understanding and joy.

established a Rule for his austere community and sought church approval. This was the founding of the Hermits of
Saint Francis of Assisi, who were approved by the Holy See in 1474. In 1492, Francis changed the name of his community
to “Minims” because he wanted them to be known as the least (minimi) in the household of God. Humility was to be the
hallmark of the brothers as it had been in Francis’ personal life. Besides the vows of poverty, chastity and obedience,
Francis enjoined upon his followers the fourth obligation of a perpetual Lenten fast. He felt that heroic mortification
was necessary as a means for spiritual growth.

It was Francis’ desire to be a contemplative hermit, yet he believed that God was calling him to the apostolic life. He
began to use the gifts he had received, such as the gifts of miracles and prophecy, to minister to the people of God. A
defender of the poor and oppressed, Francis incurred the wrath of King Ferdinand of Naples for the admonitions he
directed towards the king and his sons.

Following the request of Pope Sixtus IV, Francis traveled to Paris to help King Louis XI of France prepare for his death .
While ministering to the king, Francis was able to influence the course of national politics. He helped to restore peace
between France and Brittany by advising a marriage between the ruling families, and between France and Spain by
persuading Louis XI to return some disputed land. Francis died while at the French court.

The life of St. Francis of Paola speaks plainly to an overactive world. He was a contemplative man called to active
ministry and must have felt keenly the tension between prayer and service. Yet in Francis’ life, it was a productive
tension, for he clearly utilized the fruits of contemplation in this ministry, which came to involve the workings of nations.
He responded so readily and so well to the call of the church from a solid foundation in prayer and mortification. When
he went out to the world, it was not he who worked but Christ working through him – “the least in the household of
God.”

Francis of Paola (1416-1507) was a man who deeply loved contemplative solitude and wished only to be
the “least in the household of God.” Yet, when the church called him to active service in the world, he
became a miracle-worker and influenced the course of nations. After accompanying his parents on a
pilgrimage to Rome and Assisi, he began to live as a contemplative hermit in a remote cave near
Paola, on Italy’s southern seacoast. Before he was twenty, he received the first followers who had come
to imitate his way of life. Seventeen years later, when his disciples had grown in number, Francis
