In� addition� to� His� parables� and� moral
teachings, � Jesus� revealed� deep� mysteries
to� His� disciples� in� ways� they� did� not
immediately� comprehend,� especial ly� in
intimate� settings� l ike� the� Last� Supper,
the� context� for� today's� Gospel . � In� this
discourse, � Jesus� explains� in� vei led� form
that� He� wil l � soon� ascend� into� Heaven� to
prepare�a�place� for�His� fol lowers. �Because
they�know�Him,� they� know� the�way� to� the
Father-because�He�Himself � is �that�Way.

Everything� Jesus� taught� was� true, � and
His� words� reveal � the� deepest� divine
mysteries. � Within� the� Scriptures, � we� f ind
all �we�need� to� attain�holiness� and�eternal
l i fe . � Yet� we� cannot� quickly� digest� Jesus'
words� as� we� might� a� novel . � There� are
many� layers� of � depth� to� what� He� says,
and� we� can� only� understand� them
through�prayer.

As� the� conversation� continued,� "Phil ip
said� to� him,� 'Master, � show� us� the� Father,
and�that�wil l �be�enough�for�us.' �Jesus�said
to� him,� 'Have� I � been� with� you� for� so� long
a� time� and� you� sti l l � do� not� know� me,
Phil ip?� Whoever� has� seen� me� has� seen
the�Father' " � (John�14:8–9) .

Jesus' �response�l ikely�surprised�Phil ip. �His
intention� was� good� - � he� wanted� to
understand� - � but� Jesus' �words�were�more
than� he� could� grasp� at� that� moment.
Sti l l , � Jesus� gently� rebuked� him� as� a� way
of�drawing�him�deeper� into�the�mystery.

God�often�treats�us�the�same�way. �Why�do
innocent� people� suffer?�Why� doesn't � God
heal� my� loved� one?� Why� do� my� children
no� longer� practice� the� faith?� What� am� I
supposed�to�do�with�my�l i fe?

Like� Phil ip, � we� face� moments� of
confusion� when� God's� ways� seem� beyond
our� grasp. � God's� answers� to� l i fe's � most
challenging� questions� are� rarely
immediate� - � because� such� answers� could
never�ful ly�satisfy�the�depth�of�our�hearts .
Instead, �God� reveals� a� kernel� of � truth� and
invites� us� to� ponder� it , � unveil ing� the
divine�mystery� l itt le�by� l itt le .

The� answers� we� seek� come� only� as� we
conform� our� wil ls � to� God's , � patiently
opening� ourselves� to� His� Wisdom.� Jesus
is� the� Way, � the� Truth, � and� the� Life. � Only
by� uniting� ourselves� to�Him� in� prayer�wil l
we� discover� the� path� we� must� walk , � the
truth�we�need� to�hear, � and� the� l i fe�we�are
called�to� l ive.

Annunciation Habitat for Humanity

Catherine was born in Siena in 1347, and was the
twenty-third child of Jacopo and Lapa Benincasa.
She was an intelligent, cheerful and religious
young lady. At the age of eighteen she entered the
Dominican Third Order, spending the following
three years in solitude, long hours in prayer, and in
penance. Gradually she attracted followers among
priests, religious and laity, whom she encouraged
and guided in the spiritual life.

Catherine also took an active interest in public
affairs of the Church. She was instrumental in
having Pope Gregory XI return to Rome from
Avignon. She supported his successor in Rome,
Urban VI, against the Avignon faction.

Not very robust in health at any time, she suffered
a stroke eight days before her death which
occurred on April 29, 1380 at the age of 33.

Throughout her life, Catherine had mystical
experiences, the first at the tender age of six. These
guided her life choices. She was also blessed with
the stigmata. Her mystical teaching is found in the
Dialogues, in her letters and in some two dozen
prayers. Central to her theology is the redeeming
love of Christ on the Cross and his blood which is
poured out mercifully for all people. All of her
writings reveal the mystic's hunger for God.

St. Catherine had difficulty with critics and
slanderers, even to the point where she had to
defend herself before a Dominican General
Chapter.

The Collect or Opening Prayer of the Mass sums up
her life succinctly: "Father, in meditating on the
suffering of your Son, and in serving your Church,
Saint Catherine was filled with the fervor of your
love." The Antiphon for the Magnificat at Evening
Prayer adds: "Always and everywhere Catherine
sought and found God. Through the strength of
her love she entered into union with Him."

St. Catherine of Siena was canonized in 1461. She
was declared a Doctor of the Church in 1970 by
Pope Paul VI.

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Pilgrimage to Catholic India. January 25 to
February 6, 2027
Unexpectedly Father Augustine has been asked to
act as chaplain for a pilgrimage to South India and
Goa, the two great Catholic areas of the country. It is
a twelve-night trip, with ten days in India, involving
flying to Chennai (two-night stay), five nights at
different hotels to travel across South India, a flight to
Goa, and a three-night stay there before the return to
Orlando. The base price flying from Orlando is $6,323,
but they are offering a $200 discount to people who
sign up before the end of the month if you mention
my name. The trip is arranged by 206 Tours, an
upmarket pilgrimage company, so the hotels are
nearly all resorts with pools and all meals are
included. There will, of course, be Mass every day but
we will also see Hindu temples, markets and other
monuments. The group will be between 18 and 33.
