Ref lect ion on the Gospel

The feeling of being an orphan—of
longing for belonging—reflects a deeper
spiritual real ity Jesus addressed with His
disciples in today ’s Gospel . Those with
close famil ies are truly blessed, as a
supportive family fosters personal growth
and a sense of identity. When one is
orphaned, the absence of these natural
bonds can leave a lasting sense of loss.
Yet even the strongest earthly family
relationships point to a greater truth: our
ult imate belonging is found in God’s
family.

Jesus understood the sense of loss His
disciples would feel after His Passion,
Resurrection, and Ascension. When He
said, “ In a l itt le while the world wil l no
longer see me…” He was preparing them
for His physical departure through the
Ascension. But He reassures them: “I wil l
not leave you orphans; I wil l come to you…
you wil l see me, because I l ive and you
wil l l ive.”

Init ial ly, the disciples struggled to grasp
the meaning of these words. Only after
the outpouring of the Holy Spirit did they
begin to understand. The same promise
Jesus made to them applies to us today.
Though we were not among those who
witnessed His earthly presence, we too
have a longing for His nearness—a
longing to belong, to be loved, and to
f ind our place within a family. This
longing is fulf i l led supernatural ly
through the gift of faith and our
incorporation into God’s divine family,
the Church.

Faith is the key to this relationship. It is
more than intel lectual belief ; it is the
acceptance of a personal revelation f rom
God and a choice to l ive according to that
revelation. Jesus promises that those who
love Him and obey His commandments
wil l experience His presence and that of
the Father. This experience begins
through faith, which is a gift by which
God communicates Himself to us,
revealing His love and wil l . It is both
certain and mysterious, a knowledge that
leads us to divine hope and sustains us in
the pursuit of God’s wil l .

Faith also unites us with one another.
Through faith, we are no longer orphans
but brothers and sisters in Christ . Our
natural longing to belong f inds its
ult imate fulf i l lment in God’s glorious
family, which begins on earth and is
perfected in Heaven.

From the Gospels we know St. Philip as one of the
twelve apostles. His name appears in all four lists
(Matthew, Mark, Luke and Acts). He came from
Bethsaida in Galilee, was called by Jesus himself,
and in turn brought Nathaniel (also known as
Bartholomew) to Jesus. In the Gospel of John, it is
Philip who engages with Jesus in a brief exchange
on the occasion of the multiplication of the loaves
(Jn 6:5, 7). Also, it was Philip who was approached
by some Hellenist Jews who wanted to be
introduced to Jesus. Fr. John McKenzie suggests
that he was regarded as being closely associated
with Jesus. However, of his later life we know
nothing.

St. James, the cousin of the Lord, son of Alphaeus,
is also mentioned in the same four lists of apostles.
Sometimes, he is referred to in literature as James
the Less, or James the younger, to distinguish him
from James the" brother of the Lord," who is also
mentioned in the gospels (Mt. 13:55 and Mark 6:3,
and in Acts 12:17, as the bishop of the Jerusalem
community, martyred in the year 62, and author of
the letter.

The Second Vatican Council, in the Decree on the
Church's Missionary Activity, recalls for us the role
of the apostles: "From the beginning of his
ministry, the Lord Jesus called to him those whom
he wished, and he caused twelve of them to be
with him and to be sent out preaching….Thus the
apostles were both the seeds of the new Israel and
the beginning of the sacred hierarchy. Later,
before he ascended into heaven, the Lord who had
received all power in heaven and on earth,
founded his Church as the sacrament of salvation,
and just as he had been sent by the Father…so he
sent the apostles into the whole world. Hence, the
Church has an obligation to proclaim the faith and
salvation which comes from Christ."

As we remember the holy apostles, Philip and
James, we recall that the commission given to the
apostles to "make disciples of all the nations," is
now our commission.
