Ref lect ion on the Gospel

When a scribe approached Jesus and
asked Him which of the commandments
was the greatest , He replied: “ ‘You shall
love the Lord your God with all your heart ,
with all your soul , with all your mind, and
with all your strength.’ The second is this :
‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself . ’
There is no other commandment greater
than these” (Mark 12:30–31) .

Today ’s Gospel offers a similar teaching:
We must love God above all else—even
more than father, mother, son, or
daughter. By contrasting love for God with
love for family, Jesus is not diminishing
famil ial affection; rather, He is revealing
that the only way to truly love others is by
loving God f irst .

Saint Thomas Aquinas teaches: “God must
be loved above all things and before al l
others out of charity, for He is loved as the
source of happiness, whereas our neighbor
is loved as one who shares in that
happiness along with us” (Summa
Theologiae II- I I , Q.26, A .2) . In other words,
God must be loved f irst because He is the
ultimate cause and source of beatitude—
the only true happiness. Though we are
called to love our famil ies and our
neighbors, Christian charity dictates that
we love them in relation to God—as fel low
recipients of divine happiness.

One reason this Gospel is challenging is
that our natural affections, though good,
must be transformed by divine charity. It is
natural to love our parents and children—
God designed us with these affections.
Even animals instinctively care for their
offspring. But Jesus calls us to something
higher: a love that is perfected by divine
charity, transcending mere emotional
attachment or duty. His teaching does not
negate natural love; rather, it purif ies ,
elevates, and directs it toward the highest
good—God Himself .

When we love God f irst , al l our
relationships are purif ied. Instead of
loving others with human affection alone,
we love them with the very love of God,
seeking their ult imate good: eternal l i fe in
Him. This purif ied love does not exclude
human affection; rather, it elevates and
directs it , ensuring that our love is not
merely sentimental but truly
transformative through divine charity.

Filled With Love
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"There was a man sent from God whose name
was John. He came to testify to the light, to
prepare a people fit for the Lord." (John 1:6-7; Luke
1:17 – Entrance Antiphon for Mass).

John the Baptist was a sign of expectation and
promise, the last in the line of great prophets sent
"to make ready a nation fit for Christ the Lord."
(Collect of Mass). Fr. Carol Stuhlmueller, C.P. calls
him "the fierce prophet of truth and justice. So
great was John the Baptist that the entire
prophetic ministry of the Hebrew Scriptures was
summed up in him."

John preached that self-purification was
necessary before one could embrace the Lord.
Preparation for the coming of the Messiah must
include prayer and penance. His message was not
original, but was in the long tradition of the
prophets of the Covenant. Since Jesus, the
Messiah, was already in the midst of the people,
John was telling them to reflect and look into
their lives so that they would be able to recognize
him.

John's questions and message are as relevant
today as they were to his contemporary audience.
They were people with doubts, who were
confused and wondering. They were people who
were seeking, hoping, and believing, like
ourselves. John asked them to believe more
strongly, and to seek to improve their spiritual
lives. He cried out with a force that had a ring of
authority to it, like the prophets of old. "I am the
voice of one crying in the desert, 'Make straight
the way of the Lord.'" (John 1:23, & Isaiah 40:3).

John was telling the people of Israel, as well as us,
to put our interior selves in order so that we might
be ready for the coming of God. Today, we can
understand his message as a plea to make
ourselves more worthy of God in our lives.

John the Baptist challenges us to repentance and
points the way to Christ. Conversion opens the
way to appreciating and enhancing the Spirit of
God in us; it opens the way to a deeper
relationship with God.

All of us can intensify our spiritual efforts, and
have untapped spiritual resources, maybe
unanswered spiritual graces. Such openness and
effort, such intense spiritual desire on our part, will
lead to personal and spiritual growth.

This week, may we reflect upon John's message,
turn from our sins and open our hearts anew. We
can then join our voices to John's and announce
to our world that Jesus is our salvation and our
peace.
